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A REGULATION MADE TO DEMARCATE THE
BOUNDARIES OF GIBE VALLY NATIONAL
PARK AND NORTH GIBE COMMUNITY GAME
MANAGEMNET AREA

Objective

e In order to conserve, develop and to make them to
give long lasting benefit of the wilderness and
ecologically important areas of the region.

e For this reason, it is found to be important to establish
those areas that fulfill the required criteria, Gibe
Valley National Park and North Gibe Community
Game Management Area.

Thus, the following regulation in issued as per the
proclamation which is made to define the authority and
task of the southern Nations, Nationalities, Peoples
Regional State N0.64/2003, Article 56 sub-article 1.

PART ONE
GENRAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Article

This regulation hereafter be cited as the “Southern Nations
Nationalities Peoples Regional State Gibe Valley National
Park and North Gibe Game Management Area boundary
demarcation regulation No _”.

2/ Definitions

Unless the context otherwise requires, in this regulation:

1. “National Park” means Gibe Valley National Park.

2. “Beacon” means a sign made from concrete, metal
or other similar material to show the boundary.

3. “Community Game Management Area” means
North Gibe Community Game Management Area.
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PART TWO
NAMING, DEMARCATION AND BOUNDARY

3/ Naming

While taking in to account the name of the place the areas are
found and the river which bounds these areas, the park and
the community conservation area shall be named as Gibe
Valley National Park and North Gibe Community Game
Management Area.

4/ Demarcation of the park and the community conservation
area

4.1 An area found in Gurage Zone Enemor, Eaner and
Abeshge Woredas, described by the following boundaries, is
demarcated as Gibe Valley National Park by this regulation.

4.2 An area found in Gurage Zone Enemor, Eanre and
Abesheg Woredas, described by the following boundaries, is
demarcated as North Gibe Community Game Management
Area by this regulation.

5/ The boundaries of the Park and the Community Game
Management Area

5.1 Gibe Valley National Park

A/ General Description

Gibe Valley National Park is an area found in Gurage Zone,

has an area of hectare and found within the following
Longitudes and Latitudes.

A. Commencing from 08°16' North and 37°34' East
B. Commencing from 08°16' North and 37%4' East
C. Commencing from 07°55' North and 37°34' East
D. Commencing from 07°55' North and 37°44' East
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B. Detailed Description

1.Commencing in Kosie Village, on the road from
Wolikite to Hossena, at the junction of Dogosa and Gibe
Rivers, 07°55'44" N and 37°36'33" E. /Beacon No. 1/

2.Then following in the east direction the place where
Dogosa and Zikre Rivers meet, 07°54'76" N and
37°38'87"E. /Beacon No.2/

3.Then crossing the Zikere River in Agorede Kola sub-
kebele, 07°55'55"N and 37°43'44"E. /Beacon No. 3/

4.Then to the North direction at a place called Sadika,
07°56'35"N and 37°42'33"E. /Beacon No. 4/

5.Then to the west direction following the ridge at a place
called Kote, 07°56'14"N and 37°41'16"E. /Beacon No. 5/

6. Then following the ridge in north direction, 07°56'69"N
and 37°40'97"E. /Beacon No. 6/

7.Then in the North direction on top of the hill which is
found in Deba Kebele, 07°57'32"N and 37°41'19"E.
/Beacon No. 7/

8. Then following the North west direction on Anuwary
field which is found in front of Gelgule hill, 07°56'35"N
and 37041°18’E. /Beacon No. 8/

9. Then following to the south west direction in a place
called Anbesa Bere which is found on top of a hill,
08°00'32"N and 37°41'19"E. /Beacon No. 9/

10. Then following to South West direction on Biraro Koto
Hill, 08°01'60"N and 37°40'87"E. /Beacon No. 10/

11. Then following to the North direction at the boundary
between Gonche Bete and Amjatu Kebeles, in an area
which is called Mingare , 08°04'90"N and 37°38'96"E.
/Beacon No. 11/

12. Then following the North direction in Charmo area on
the hill called Ygojo Aheya, 08°06'22"N and 37°39'05"E.
/Beacon No. 12/
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13. Then following to the North direction in Cheha
Woreda on Sabara Koto hill, 08°10'93"N and
37°38'66"E. /Beacon No. 13/

14. Then following in the North direction by crossing
Arkete River in Abashige Woreda on Fajeya Gashe hill,
08°15'22"N and 37°40'50"E /Beacon No. 14/

15. Then following to the West direction in Bekota and
Serite Kebele on Agmosa Hill, 08°14'50" N and
37°40'50" E /Beacon No. 15/

16. Then following to the North on the main road from
Wolkite to Jima, in Kurumbi Kefo Kebele, 08°15'11" N
and 37°37'05" E. /Beacon No. 16/

17. Then following to the West on the right side of
Wolkite - Jima main road, 08°14'82"N and 37°34'25"E.
/Beacon No. 17/

18. Then following to the South direction on the old bridge
of Gibe River, 08°13'82" N and 37°34'91" E is the final.
/Beacon No. 18/

19. Then down stream along the east bank of Gibe River
for a distance of 45 km Southerly direction to the point
due north of Beacon No 1, at the confluence of Dagosa
with Gibe River, 07%55'44" N and 37°36'33" E, which is
the point of commencement.

5.1 North Gibe

Community Game Management Area

A/ General Description

North Gibe Community Game Management Area is an area
found in Gurage Zone, has an area of hectare,
and found within the following Longitudes and Latitudes.

A. Commencing from 08°21' North and 37°27 East
B. Commencing from 08°21' North and 37°34' East
C. Commencing from 08°18' North and 37°34' East
D. Commencing from 08°18' North and 37°27' East
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B. Detailed Description

Commencing from the Western side of Wolkite — Jima
covered road at the place where Gibe River meet
Choba Seasonal River /Beacon No. 1/

Then following in the West direction on Borer Hill in
Borer Kebele, 08°17'24"N and 37°33'E. /Beacon No.2/

Then in the North direction on Borer Hill at an area
called Borer Tedali, 08°17'22" N and 37°34'00" E.
/Beacon No. 3/

Then in the North direction following the top of the
escarpment about 1.5 km distance, 08°17'68" N and
37°33'32" E. /Beacon No. 4/

Then following in the North west direction winding
the top of the ridge, 08°17'56" N and 37° 31'15" E.
/Beacon No. 5/

Then following in the North direction in Borer kebele
while keeping the ridge, 08°18'05"N and 37°31'35"E.
/Beacon No. 6/

Then following the East direction within Borer Kebele,
08°19'30"N and 37°29'76"E. /Beacon No. 7/

Then following the North direction by crossing Walga
and Kulit Rivers following the top of the ridge at the
place where it meet Nano River, in Hudade Arate
Kebele, 08°20'70"N and 37°27'70"E. /Beacon No. 8/

Then following to the South at the place where Nano
River meet Walga River, 08°20'32"N and 37°27'71"E.
/Beacon No. 9/

Then following to the South direction at a place where
Walga River meet Gibe River, 08°1876"N and
37°27'62"E. /Beacon No. 10/

Then down stream along the east bank of Gibe River
Southerly direction to the point due north of Beacon
No 1, at the confluence of Choba River with Gibe
River, which is the point of commencement.
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PART SIX
SPECIAL PROVISIONS

6/ Management, Organizational Structure and Budget

1.The regional government shall make the Gibe National
Park and North Gibe Community Game Management
Area to be managed by all applicable laws and
regulations, which shall be designed by the responsible
authorized body.

2.The regional government shall develop the relevant
infrastructure development for the better management
and development of the park and the game management
area.

3.The regional government shall make the Gibe Valley
National Park to have its own internal organization and
structure.

4. The regional government shall allocate the necessary
budget for various activities in the national park.

5. The regional government shall provide the necessary
financial, technical and other supports to North Gibe
333Community Game Management Area to have its
own organization and to perform its activities.

7. Effective date of the regulation

The regulation shall come to effect from the date of its
approval by the regional council 2008.
